Counter Terrorism Operation 4th June 2008

I would like to inform you of some police activity that may have come to your notice on 4.6.08.

Between 7.30am and 10.30am Haringey Police, in conjunction with British Transport Police, undertook a joint Counter Terrorism operation. All British Rail and London Underground stations had officers posted to them. In addition officers were also posted to busy bus stop areas. The officers were directed to undertake stops authorised by Section 44 Terrorism Act, 2000.

The intention of the operation was to provide reassurance to users of the public transport system and to deter any terrorist or potential terrorist through the high visibility presence of uniformed officers. The operation was not prompted by any specific intelligence but rather was part of Haringey’s ongoing response to the Terrorist threat to the United Kingdom, which remains at “Severe”.

A large number of Safer Neighbourhood Teams were employed on this operation; all were employed on their own wards and were returned to their normal duties after the operation.

A number of community observers were present at the operation briefing and visited a number of the sites during the morning.

Over 300 Stops were completed and 3 persons were arrested for non-terrorist related offences.
